HANDS-ON-ACTIVITY: TEACHER SHEET

Water Cycle in a Bag

Steps:

1 	�Gather your materials and make sure each  
student has what they need.

2 	�Have students smooth out their sandwich bags  
on their desks.

3 	�Students will use the permanent marker to draw 
the water cycle by using the example on the 
student sheet. Make sure students don’t press too hard and put a hole in the bag!

4 	�Pour 1/3 cup of water into the bag. For fun, you can add some blue or green food 
coloring to the bag.

5 	�Tape the bag up on a window that you know will get a lot of sun. Make sure it’s 
positioned at a slight angle so that students can simulate the runoff and collection 
stages of the cycle.

6 	�Throughout the next few days, have students check their water cycle bag and use 
their sheet to collect their observations.

You can demonstrate the water cycle right in your 
classroom window! Students will explore the water 
cycle by creating their own demonstration inside a 
sandwich bag that’s taped to a sunny window. Water 
inside the bag will heat up as the sun hits the window, 
causing evaporation. Then, as the water cools down, 
it will condense and fall back to the bottom of the bag 
(just like rain!).
